Residential Kit List 
 

• Sleeping bag – warm  

• Pillow 

• Two towels – one for showering and one for wet activities 

• Pyjamas – to include extra layers as it gets very cold at night 

• Underwear and socks – a pair for every day plus extra for wet activities  

• Swimwear – optional. Children are welcome to wear light short and t-shirt under their wetsuit 

• Warm, lightweight jumper or fleece 

• T-shirts – one for each day plus extra for wet activities (around 5) 

• Light, loose-fitting trousers 

• Two complete changes of clothes (no crocs or water shoes – you will not be allowed in the sea without 
trainers) 

• Trainers for dry activities  

• Waterproof jacket 

• Warm jacket 

• Sunhat 

• Woolly hat for evening 

• Refillable water bottle 

• Torch 

• Rucksack for daily use 

• Sliders or crocs to wear around the camp 

• Teddy bear or soft toy
